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PHILOSOPHY AND PURPOSE OF GRADING
	P.S. 188Q Mission Statement

At Public School 188Q, our mission is to create a school community with staff, parents, and students actively working together in decision making.  Additionally, students are empowered to have input on ideas to improve the school and help the outside community.  Our varied energies are dedicated and focused on educating a well-rounded child.  By providing standards-driven instruction within a nurturing environment, as well as developing civic and social skills, we are creating a community of life-long learners.




Academic grades play an important role in the schooling process. When schools inform students and parents of how grades will be determined in a particular subject, they are defining the standards and instructional requirements for that subject. Report cards are sent to parents informing them of the degree to which student success in learning and in mastering the Common Core Learning Standards (CCLS) have occurred.  Report cards provide reinforcement for students and reflect progress and achievement of students' work at the grade level they are assigned.
Grades serve multiple functions: information and guidance. They serve to do the following:
· Give parents information about the student that will be useful in helping to promote and maintain desirable patterns of behavior and achievement.
· Help identify areas of special ability as a basis for realistic self-appraisal and for future educational planning.
· Serve an administrative function in providing data for use in educational planning and decision making
P.S. 188Q believes that grading has a purposeful and useful role in the schools.  It is the school's desire to make the process both meaningful and helpful to teachers, students, and parents. The P.S. 188Q grading policy follows New York City Department of Education policies and guidelines and reflects professional evaluation by teachers.
Grades, based on documentation, participation, attitude, conduct and work habits of each individual student, are given on the basis of sound measurement techniques. Students earn grades; teachers do not give grades.  Parents are encouraged to talk to students about school work and grades and contact teachers (first) and administrators (second) whenever there is a question regarding grading.

Pre-K
PK students do not receive report cards.  The November, March, and May Parent Teacher Conferences will afford parents the opportunity to speak privately with their child’s teacher about their child’s progress towards meeting PK standards.  
GRADES K - 5
Report cards will be sent home at the end of each marking period (November, March, June).  Please note that when you receive your child’s report card in June, the final grade will be the same grade as the 3rd marking period.  The final grade is not an average of marking periods #1, #2 and #3.  Please see sample report card in appendix.

Grades K - 5 students will be assessed in the following areas:
· English Language Arts (Reading, Writing, Listening, Speaking, and language)

· Mathematics
· Science
· Social Studies
· Physical Education
· Arts (Music, Visual Arts)*
· Technology
· English as a Second Language (only for students requiring mandated ESL instruction)
· Academic and Personal Behaviors
· Homework which is not handed in will affect the report card grade in the academic area (for example, missing reading logs may reduce the overall reading grade, missing math homework will reduce the overall math grade.)

Arts Curriculum

Our students learn much more than to read, write, do math, and understand key concepts in science and social studies.  We emphasize a strong arts curriculum at P.S. 188Q.
· Kindergarten Arts - Our kindergarten students are learning much more than to read, write, do math, and understand key concepts in science and social studies.  Students have daily opportunities for creative, hands-on learning in the visual arts, music, dance, and theater. As they stimulate their imaginations, they use their bodies and minds to learn, grow, and express ideas.
· First Grade Arts - First grade students participate in visual arts, dance, music, and theater. They learn to sing simple songs and explore rhythm using musical instruments; explore patterns and shapes with their bodies through creative movement; create visual art using a variety of tools and materials; and express themselves through dramatic play, stories, and puppets.

· Second Grade Arts - Second grade students participate in visual arts, dance, music, and theater. They engage in original art making using the materials, language, and concepts of each art form; attend exhibits and performances at museums, theaters, and other resources in their community; and become aware of careers in the arts.

· Third Grade Arts - Third grade students participate in visual arts, dance, music, and theater. They read musical notation and use pitched instruments such as recorders or song flutes; create visual art works with many materials in two and three dimensions; compose dances using basic dance forms; invent and perform simple plays; and work independently and in small groups.

· Fourth Grade Arts - Fourth grade students study the visual arts, dance, music, and theater education. They are not only learning about these subjects, they’re also given the chance to create and/or perform their own works of art, whether it’s a painting, a dance, a play, or a piece of music.

· Fifth Grade Arts - Fifth grade students participate in visual arts, dance, music, and theater. They increase their skills in each art form and learn how to discuss the arts using appropriate vocabulary and critical skills. They connect their studies to the historic, cultural, economic, and other factors that influence the arts, and they explore New York City’s varied and rich arts resources.

Homework Policy 
Homework is assigned to support learning standards and ongoing classroom instruction with timely feedback and response.  Homework develops a sense of responsibility by fostering independent work habits and organizational skills.

Homework will be placed on the board for Grades 3 - 5 by 2:00 PM, Grades 1 and 2 after lunch, and Kindergarten has a weekly contract.  Grades 1 - 5 homework is to be written in the homework notebook.

· Independent reading is included in these guidelines and is adjusted as the year goes on.

· Homework assignments may include written work, studying, reading in content areas, research, etc.

· Projects assigned over the vacation will be assigned the week before vacation and will be due a week after the return to school.  Two weekends at the minimum will be included in this time.

· Assignments that require going to the public library will include a weekend to accommodate working families.  

· Homework which is not handed in will affect the report card grade in the academic area (for example, missing reading logs may reduce the overall reading grade, missing math homework will reduce the overall math grade.)

Parents need to foster good habits, starting from Kindergarten by encouraging QUALITY WORK:

· Please check and empty homework folders daily.

· Neatly, correctly written numbers/letters.

· Paper that is clean and crisp.

· Organize notebooks, folders, and appropriate school supplies.

Cluster Homework Policy:
(This is a general guide since the cluster classes are quite different)

· Homework is not given every week.

· Classroom teachers are notified when picking up the class that an assignment is due so he/she can write it on the board.

· Forgotten cluster homework may be handed in the next day (not the next week).

· Three missed assignments results in a letter or phone call home.

· Homework is due the following week unless it is a long range assignment. 

· Short-range assignments are assignments that do not require going to the public library or making a project.

· Homework which is not handed in will affect the report card grade in the cluster area (for example, missing computer homework may reduce the overall computer grade, missing music homework will reduce the overall music grade.)

· Teachers will not give classwork/homework assignments to children on vacation when school is officially in session.  This would condone truancy.  

· Children who are out sick for 1-3 days will obtain homework assignments from the teacher when they return to school.  Parents should not call the school to have teachers provide homework.  Students may not pick-up homework for absent siblings.  Each child should have at least two homework buddies to call if he/she has questions about the homework assignment after school hours.  

· The procedure for providing classwork/homework for children with serious medical situations who are absent from school 4 or more days will be determined by the Principal on a case-by-case basis.   

· As a reminder, children will not be permitted to return to their classroom after dismissal to retrieve forgotten homework materials.  

Homework provides parents with further information regarding their child’s learning, thereby strengthening the home school connection.

Please check nightly with your child to see if homework was completed. Parents may purchase workbooks, textbooks, etc. on their own to supplement their child’s education at home.  These materials are to remain at home, for home use only.

Procedure for Changing a Student’s Report Card Grades, Attendance, or Number of Late Days

· Once report cards have been distributed to families (November, March, June) any changes to report card grades, attendance, or number of late days must be approved by the Principal or Assistant Principal.

· Parents should report any discrepancies to classroom or cluster teachers within 2 days of the report card distribution date.  

· Classroom and cluster teachers will determine if grade, absences, number of late days should be changed.  Teachers discuss change with Principal or Assistant Principal. 

· All changes to report card final grades, final attendance, and final number of late days must be made prior to July 1 of the year.  The school year ends on June 30 and the new school year begins on July 1.  Once the new school year begins, no changes can be made to prior year’s grades.

 PARENT/TEACHER CONFERENCES
It is strongly recommended that parent conferences occur early and that teachers strive to keep parents well informed about their child’s academic progress.
Citywide Parent Teacher Conferences are held three times a year – November, March, and May. These conferences provide a great opportunity for you to talk with your child's teacher about what your child is learning at school and how you can support this learning at home.

The most recent contract between the United Federation of Teachers and the New York City Department of Education also provides 40 minutes each week for teachers to work with family members. Schools can use this time to build stronger home-school connections, to better support the learning of every child, and to help identify and develop parent leaders.

Questions to Consider Asking Your Child's Teacher

· What is my child expected to learn, know, and do at this grade level based on the Common Core?

· How is my child developing the necessary skills and knowledge?

· What does my child do well, and what does he or she struggle with? Can you give me examples?

· How do you know when my child is making progress and when he/she needs additional help?

· What are you doing to support and motivate him/her?

· How do you challenge my child when he/she is doing well at something?

· How do you support my child when he/she needs extra help?

· What does my child get excited about learning?

· What can I do at home to support him/her?

· Are there programs or services in the community that could also help my child?

· Does my child seem engaged or happy at school?

· Has he/she made friends?

· How does my child get along with classmates and adults?

· Does my child participate in class discussions and group activities?

· Are there times when my child is more or less engaged?

Always remember to share your own thoughts and feelings about your child. Describe what you see as your child’s strengths and areas for growth. State any important information that might help your child’s teacher better understand your child’s approaches to learning, strengths, challenges, and interests. Explain where you think your child needs more support. Describe the best way for the teacher or school personnel to communicate with you (e.g., a note in your child’s book bag, a voicemail, an e-mail, etc.).

Learning standards describe the foundation of what students should know and be able to do in each grade. These standards ensure that all children are prepared to move forward to the next grade and, later, to succeed in college, earn a living, and become productive members of their communities. Children need to develop a love of learning that will serve them well in a world where crucial information changes and grows rapidly.

To find work in the competitive global economy and function in a quickly changing world, our children will need to know more than ever before. This is true for graduates who plan to enroll in four-year colleges; it is equally true for students who want to start careers right out of high school.

The New York State standards we use are designed to provide our students with rigorous curricula to ensure that they develop the creativity, critical thinking skills, and ability to problem solve that they will need to meet the challenges of the modern world. But standards are a starting point, not a destination. By meeting and building on a solid foundation of knowledge, our students will get the most from their education.

Here you will find examples of what students from kindergarten through eighth grade should know and be able to do by the end of the school year in language arts. You also will find ways you can support learning as a family, including things you can do at home, in your neighborhood, and around our great City.

This guide provides only a small sample of the standards for kindergarten through eighth grade. What about the other standards? What will your child learn in grades? You can find answers to all these questions from your child’s teacher or on our Web site at www.nyc.gov/schools/academics.

Good Study Habits
To help your child develop good study habits:

· Set up a comfortable location at home for doing homework with simple supplies, such as pens, pencils, paper, scissors, and tape, near at hand.

· Set up a regular homework time.

· Help your child get organized. Have them write down and organize assignments each day. They need to learn how to manage their time and work toward long-range goals.

· Encourage them to do the most difficult homework first, not last.

· Check to see that assignments are complete and on time. Be more concerned with the process they use to complete work than with getting a right answer.

· Make sure your child knows the teacher’s homework policies.

Students with Disabilities - Unless otherwise stated on the student’s Individualized Education Program (IEP), students with disabilities will participate in the general education curriculum, which can be adapted for different instructional levels and different settings (such as Collaborative Team Teaching classes or self-contained special education classes). Adaptations may include using instructional aids such as calculators and visual aids, providing additional time to learn new skills, and reducing the length of assignments to help students with disabilities meet the standards.

Ask Your Child’s Teacher - Learning standards provide a great opportunity for you to talk with teachers about what your child is learning in school and how you can support this learning at home. Here are some questions you may want to ask.

To Learn More About a Standard:
· Can you show me examples of student work that meets this standard?

· May I look at some of my child’s work related to this standard?

· When will my child work on this standard during the school year?

· What activities and materials are you using in school to help my child meet and exceed this standard? What classwork and homework do you expect to assign?

· What are some exercises I can do with my child to help him or her with this standard?

· Besides the standards covered in this guide, what else is my child expected to learn this year?

To Learn how Your Child is Doing in School:
· In what subjects is my child working at grade level? Are there any areas that need improvement?

· Is my child reading at grade level? Can you show me some books that my child can read?

· How much time each day does my child spend working on each subject area?

· How do you assess my child on these subjects during the year?

To learn how to support your child:
· Besides report cards, what are the best ways to keep up to date on how my child is doing?

· If your child is not on grade level: What support is the school able to offer my child? What can I do at home to help my child do better in school?

· If your child is on grade level or above: What extra enrichment and support do you suggest for my child? How can I help at home?

ELEMENTARY SCHOOL GIFTED & TALENTED (G&T)

POLICIES AND PROCEDURES FOR STUDENT SUPPORT

To apply for placement in NYC DOE Gifted & Talented programs, students must achieve at least a 90th percentile score (district programs) or a 97th percentile score (citywide programs) on nationally normed measures of cognitive abilities. Eligible students also participate in a centralized application and matching process to be placed in a program.  This document outlines the policies and procedures for supporting students in G&T programs, and considering the removal of a student from a district G&T school or program, including both parent- and school-initiated recommendations for removal. Schools follow the procedures outlined below for all students who may be struggling in their G&T schools or programs. 

Schools may not make decisions about student removal from G&T without:

· Parent involvement to share concerns and feedback; and

· Documentation of the interventions used to address the student’s needs; and

· Consultation with the network and superintendent for district G&T programs only.

Students may not be removed from G&T schools and programs:

1) On the basis of disability:

a. Students with disabilities are subject to the same requirements for admission to G&T programs as general education students. G&T schools and programs are required to provide special education supports and services in accordance with students’ Individualized Education Programs (IEPs).

b. For students without an IEP or 504 Plan, if there are concerns that student difficulties may be rooted in disability, the school and/or parent may request a special education evaluation.  If a G&T student is found to have a disability, the school must provide the special education supports, services, and accommodations listed in the IEP within the G&T setting and/or, with parental consent, in the student’s least restrictive environment outside G&T in accordance with the policies outlined below.

2) On the basis of English Language Learner (ELL) status: ELLs are subject to the same eligibility criteria as all other students interested in applying for G&T programs. ELLs participating in G&T programs must be provided with their mandated services, in alignment with NY State Part 154 Regulations.

On the basis of attendance or behavior: Schools conduct outreach to improve student attendance and provide behavioral interventions to struggling students in G&T programs.

Preventative Measures

· Schools are responsible for proactively communicating academic expectations to all students and their parents, including those in G&T programs. As with any student, when a gifted student struggles to meet these expectations, schools must provide supports or interventions targeted to address the student’s needs. 

· Schools should advise parents as early as possible that the student’s progress is not meeting standards, and provide an opportunity for parents to review student work, discuss strategies and interventions, establish benchmarks, and clarify responsibilities with the student’s teachers and the principal. If a student still struggles to meet expectations, the school is responsible for engaging parents (and Network support, as needed) in developing a plan for providing research-based supports and/or interventions. This plan may include, but is not limited to:

· Use of alternate instructional materials or strategies;

· Academic Intervention Services (AIS) or Response to Intervention (RTI) for students falling below grade level or intensive instructional supports for students not meeting the school’s G&T program standards (e.g. students who are at or above grade level, but below the communicated expectations); 

· Guidance services to address adjustment challenges or personal circumstances; and

· Extended day learning opportunities, such as before- and after-school instructional programs to support students in meeting standards.

This plan should also include measurable performance benchmarks, intervention and assessment methods, and timelines for evaluating progress. Schools must maintain documentation of the strategies used to support the student’s improvement, records of meetings among staff and parents, and other documentation relevant to parent-initiated and/or school-initiated removal from G&T (e.g., written consent).

I.  Parent-Initiated Removal

Parents may request (in writing) to remove their child from a G&T setting at any time. Schools must retain written documentation of parent-initiated authorization for removal from G&T. Schools must ensure parents are informed, in writing and through a conference with the principal, that their decision to remove their child is final.  If parents wish to seek a G&T placement in the future, their child must participate in the G&T assessment and application process again. Please note that students who exit G&T after the Request for Testing (RFT) deadline in November will not be able to take the G&T test in January or apply for placement for the following year. 
II. School-Initiated Removal

If a school wishes to initiate a removal, they must first ensure that they have taken preventative measures, as outlined above. Through this process, every effort should be made to reach a mutually agreeable decision between the school and the student’s parent. Schools may request assistance from their network and superintendent in facilitating conversations with parents.  If, through the intervention and parent engagement process, the parent agrees that removal is appropriate, the school should proceed as per Part I above (parent initiated requests.)
If obtaining parent consent is not possible, and the school still believes that removal from G&T is in the best interest of the student, the principal must submit a proposal in writing to the network and superintendent. 

Proposals for school-initiated removal from G&T should include the rationale for removal and:

· Documentation of a variety of intensive, appropriate interventions and/or instructional strategies that have been used in efforts to improve student outcomes; and

· Formative and summative assessment data; and 

· Other relevant information such as student report cards, teacher observations, and attendance records.

The network and superintendent will review the proposal, and after consulting with the principal and the parent and make the final decision based on evidence of what is in the best interest of meeting the student’s needs.
The network and superintendent may determine that additional interventions within G&T are needed, or that removal is in the best interest of the student. Parents must be notified in writing of the final decision and new placement. The principal and superintendent must retain signed copies of the final decision.

New Placement

In cases where removal has been authorized through one of the mechanisms outlined above, the network must proactively notify the Office of Student Enrollment. Schools should note that there is no guarantee that the seat left open by a student removed from G&T will be filled. Seats are offered to students who participated in the DOE’s G&T assessment and application process, and are filled by the Office of Student Enrollment only.  Schools may not fill G&T seats independently. Where possible and appropriate, removal from G&T should occur during regular transition periods (e.g., at the end of a school year and to take effect the following September, at the end of a semester, etc.).

· Students removed from a district G&T program are placed in that school’s general education program, unless the families prefer to enroll at their zoned elementary school.

· Students whose parent(s) consent to removal from a citywide G&T school may be offered a seat in a district G&T program in the student’s district of residence, pending Superintendent/Network 

Recommendation and seat availability. If a district G&T placement is not recommended or possible, the student will be placed in his/her zoned elementary school.

Promotion in Doubt Process

Chancellor’s Regulation A-501 outlines promotion standards for New York City public school students in grades K through 12 as well as procedures for implementing the promotion policy, including the promotion in doubt process. 

The promotion in doubt (PID) process allows schools to formally notify families, in writing, that their child is at risk of not meeting promotion standards and being retained in the same grade for the next school year. Additionally, it enables schools and families to plan for the needed supports and interventions to help students achieve promotion standards by June.

Promotion Criteria

Students with Disabilities
· For students with existing IEPs, any changes to a student’s promotion criteria must be made by the end of January to be in effect for June’s promotion decisions.

· For students who were initially referred to special education or students who are new to DOE schools with existing IEPs, changes to a student’s promotion criteria must be made by the end of May in order to be in effect for June’s promotion decisions.

· For information on how promotion criteria should be determined, applied and evaluated for students with disabilities, refer to the Promotion Criteria Guidelines for Students with Disabilities in Grades 3–8.  Additional resources on modified promotion criteria are available from the Division of Students with Disabilities.
